 She has been very helpful with 
laundry chores and she washes the 
dishes after every meal because, as 
she says, “I love the bubbles.” 
 When her father died last year, 
she was very saddened and grieved 
deeply. She brought his ashes to 
GODTEL and seemed to find com-
fort in having them near. Sadly, 
someone stole them along with 
some of her other possessions. She 
said, “It’s like I lost my father 
twice.” 
 I would appreciate your prayers 
in her behalf.
