 We are very grateful for the 
prayer and financial support of 
God’s faithful children who take se-
riously the many Scriptures in-
structing Christians to care for the 
poor. 
 There are projects our co-
workers carry out to help generate 
income, for example, scraping old 
cars, lawnmowers, metal and alu-
minum cans, holding yard sales, 
etc. At this time we have a boat 
and trailer for sale (cheap), as well 
as the organ (make a donation) I 
pictured in last month’s newsletter. 
Also, Brother June’s 1989 Ford 
pickup, which our son, Michael 
bought from me, mainly for senti-
mental reasons is now for sale. He 
is asking $3,000 for it. (It is parked 
in my driveway in Livingston.)
