healed America, then the iniquity of 
New York – or Washington D.C. -- was 
discovered, and the wickedness of San 
Francisco -- or Hollywood: for they 
commit falsehood; and . . .) 

We will be brought down to the 
very pits of hell unless we repent -- turn 
from our sin and take God seriously by 
getting obedient to His will. Even many 
Christians are headed down the road of 
judgment toward chastisement, because 
we have been silent too long. There are 
some who have not stained themselves 
with the sins of the nation, but, as a 
whole, they are few. 

We must return to our first love 
– our Lord Jesus Christ and proclaim 
His Name from the highest podiums of 
the land. We must unashamedly bow to 
the God of the Bible, believe His Word, 
do what it says, and quit worrying 
about who we offend -- or our Lord will 
be ashamed of us. (Mark 8:38 & Luke 
9:26)

It has been said 
that if God does not judge America, He 
owes Sodom and Gomorrah an apology! 

When God’s judgment does 
come, I believe that the “prosperity 
preachers,” who preach that material 
blessings and good health is evidence of 
Christianity, will be among the first to 
feel His wrath.
